3. The dimmer kit has a magnetic base that can be connected 
to any steel surface of the machine, near the ballast 

4. Connect the small 4-pin connectors from the dimmer kit to 
the cable that will connect to the ballast, seen in Fig. 3 

5. Plug the completed harness from the dimmer kit into the 
harness from the ballast , seen in Fig. 4

10.  Route grey sensor wire from dimmer kit to the sensor and 
connect, as shown in figure 6. Use supplied tie-downs and 
anchors to secure wire in place 

11.  To adjust the time, use a  small screwdriver and turn ,where the

a. Fully Clockwise will set the timer for 10 minutes 
b. Fully Counter-Clockwise will set the timer for 30 

minutes
